Presentation

	- during the presentation the student was able to explain at least 3 different aspects of Sumerian civilization but not all could be directly related to their created artifact

- presentation was mostly clear; voice needed to be louder and some eye contact was given


	- during the presentation the student was able to show how their created artifact reflected at least 3 different aspects of Sumerian civilization
