Cookie Mapping

Materials needed: map pencils, black pen, paper, cookie, atlas
Instructions:  

I. The cookie represents the land area of a place in your mind, and you have the task to map it out as you are the only cartographer observing this place.  

• The map must be almost the width of the paper; do not trace the cookie.  

• Include all the indentations, holes, curves, bumps, lines,

everything.  

• Construct a legend of the actual cookie map identifying

chips, extra dough, indentations, cracks, etc.  Label the Legend 
II.  Study the cookie map.  Determine what resembles landforms and water bodies.  Use your imagination and be creative.

• Label the various types of landforms and water bodies you can identify on your map. Use the appropriate USGS symbols or terms from the landform and water body charts

•Construct a legend of all your symbols used. 
• At this time, let me see your map to approve if your land area can be devastated.

• Your map must include all the TODALSIGSs:  Title, Orientation, Author, Legend, Scale, Index, Grid (2 cross points), Surrounding places

III. Color your landmass.
• Decide where in the world this map could be located and indicate the grid points that would apply.
• Since you are looking at a specific location on the earth, determine what natural phenomenon may cause damage or destruction within that area.  Indicate this on your map.
